He
illustrates agathosunei by the act of Christ in cleansing the temple
and in denouncing the scribes and Pharisees; but he illustrates
chrestotes by His dealings with the penitent woman in Luke 7:37-50.

Lightfoot regards chrestotes as a kindly disposition towards others;
agathosune as a kindly activity on their behalf.
