• Luke 13:1-5
• Jesus is informed of the abomination by Pilate. What conclusion does he

comparing the abomination by Pilate to the acts of God on the inhabitants 
of Jerusalem mentioned in the scriptures?

• Parabello –Gr – I place beside – in order to compare – a descriptive narrative of an 
ordinary event in natural life beside an implied spiritual narrative for the purpose of 
illustrating the spiritual

• Why did Jesus use them regularly?

• Parable of the Sower, A lamp under a jar

• What was the point of this story?
• What is the result of Jesus teachings?

• To reveal, not conceal

• Matt 8:28-34, Mark 5:1-21, Luke 8:26-40
• What met Jesus when He got out of the boat?
• What name was given of the one who greeted Jesus?

• Legion – (a Roman Legion is 4000-6000 Men)
• Where did they NOT want to go?

• The Abyss – (Romans 10:7)
• Where did Jesus ALLOW them to go?
